Please remember; the key to never needing to use these lost and found tips is prevention…be sure to attach an I.D. tag to your pet that includes your name, the pet’s name, your address and phone #, or consider micro-chipping. Only with your help can we reduce the number of homeless pets in our area.

 If you have LOST a Pet 
1)     Act quickly! 

2)     Place your notice on the lost and found database at www.pets911.com
3)     Contact Greene County Animal Control @ (937) 562-7400        

4)     Communicate the situation to your neighbors, neighborhood kids and the mailman. Remember, lost pets many times will stay within a five-mile radius, so check the surrounding area very carefully.

5)     We also recommend that you contact veterinary offices around the area where you last saw your pet. Many people bring animals into vet offices, especially if the animal is hurt.

6)     Make a lost poster with a current picture of your pet.

        Use a clear, close up, in focus picture if possible. 

        Include a description, name of pet, your phone number, and date lost.

        Make sure to make the wording and phone number big enough for people to see at a distance. Often people make too small of posters and hang them on telephone poles that people can’t see from the road

        Display the poster in the general vicinity where you last saw your pet.  

7)     Check the local newspapers, as well as other suburban newspapers and City Paper, for Found Pet ads. You can also place a Lost Pet ad in the paper for a fee. The Dayton Daily currently charges $28 for 10 days.  Call them at (937) 223-1515. 
8)     Leave a garage door open or put out a pet carrier or crate in case your pet comes back home and tries to get in. For cats, try putting a used litterbox out to draw the cat back with their scent.

9)     Try contacting the media for help in spreading the word about your lost pet. Oftentimes radio and TV stations will do a small story.

10) Most importantly…DON’T GIVE UP HOPE!!!! There are many animal lovers in this world who want you and your best friend to be together again.

 If you have FOUND a Pet  

1)     Check the lost and found database at www.pets911.com to see if anyone has posted a lost pet. 

2)     The Dayton Daily places Free Found Pet ads in the classified section.  Make sure to include a vague description; you don’t want someone pretending to be the owner coming to claim the animal. You can contact them @ (937) 223-1515.
3)     Create a found pet poster; including a vague description, the area the pet was found and your phone number. Display the poster in the vicinity of where the pet was found, as well as local veterinarian offices and pet supply stores. When someone calls, ask for a complete description of the animal, and also their name, address, and phone number.

4)     Communicate the situation to your neighbors, neighborhood kids and the mailman. Lost pets will often stay within a five-mile radius of home.

5)     If the found DOG is wearing a county tag, call the Greene County Animal Control at (937) 562-7400. Give them the tag number and they can give you the owner’s information. You can also check the Dog Tag number online at www.co.greene.oh.us/dogtag/default.asp
      If the dog has a different county tag, contact the appropriate county. 
 6)     Call area shelters to file a found report
